Results from PARP Inhibitor Clinical Trials

Drugs known as PARP inhibitors are used to treat some women with advanced ovarian
cancer that has returned after earlier treatment. Now, results from three new clinical trials
show that the drugs might also benefit women who are newly diagnosed with advanced
ovarian cancer.

The studies—which tested the PARP inhibitors niraparib (Zejula), olaparib (Lynparza),
and veliparib, respectively—involved women with high-grade serous epithelial ovarian,
fallopian tube, or primary peritoneal cancer.
